The Application Mapping is critical to the successful deployment of applications to 
existing NMCI seats. When possible, EDS will supply current mapping information 
(DCAP Report) to identify the status and location of previously deployed releases. It is 
the responsibility of the Application Developer/CTR to identify, approve, and submit the 
application mapping for each user/seat for each release prior to EDS initiating the 
deployment of the application.  There will be two submissions of the Application 
Mapping.  One submission will identify ALL users that require the application for the 
command/organization.  The second submission will identify a smaller set of users who 
are familiar with the application.  This small set of users will be used during the Pilot 
Test phase.  The pilot test will ensure the quality and full functionality of the application 
prior to the enterprise wide push to all user seats. 
1. It is critical that the information submitted on the Application Mapping Template be 

as complete and as accurate as possible.  Applications are distributed by computer 
name (machine id). Be sure that the identification number is correct. 

2. Application mapping information is to be submitted to nmci_scm@spawar.navy.mil 
3. User seats that are not identified will not receive the application during the 

deployment and may only receive the application later by the submission of a COST 
Move-Add-Change (MAC) on a cost per seat basis.  This process is the Request 
Release in the Post Transition Environment (RRPTE) and is described in the latest 
version of the NRDDG Paragraph 3.6.
